B. 2022 VOTE411- Advertising (Diane)

Diane is working with Wynne Broadcasting. Starting the 22nd of October, they will place an ad for Saturday, Sunday, Monday, and Tuesday about VOTE411, the LWVRVforum, and the LWVKC website as places to get information about candidates. She paid for a professional announcer to make a 15 second ad. Cost was $450. 6 spots on 3 stations (like last year). Geared to young people.

C. Voter Service Opportunities: Forums, Debate Forums before the November Elections
a. LWVRV and LWVKC Partnership Forum — District 56

Partners with L WVRV on District 56 forum. They are asking for $50 to pay for advertising and room rent. We have money in the bank account. Diane feels we can bring more money in to balance the budget. Leslie stated that we can use the Education Fund money for this. Leslie moved that we cover the cost and apply for $500 from the Education Fund. Emily seconded.
